If you wish to cook a piece of meat thoroughly on an open fire, why should you not use a high flame? (Note that carbon is a good thermal insulator.)

SOLUTION 

You must allow time for the flow of energy into the center of the piece of meat. To avoid burning the outside, the meat should be relatively far from the flame. If the outer layer does char, the carbon will slow subsequent energy flow to the interior.
